	� Driver takes sled back to the pallet truck, nests the 
units and returns to the trailer.

	� If the pallet truck was returned to the trailer, the sled 
will be nested on the trailer.

	� The Hyster Route Runner™ doesn’t require transferring 
of product due to the nested capability of the pallet 
truck and sled.

STEP 3: DELIVERY

	� Driver uses the sled to take individual pallets inside 
the store.

	� Driver pushes sled back to the trailer.
